SPEAKERS:
David Goy QC was called to the Bar in 1973. He became a member of Gray’s Inn Tax Chambers in 1974 and has remained there ever since, taking silk in 1991. David’s work encompasses a wide variety of both advisory and advocacy work, concerning taxes both direct and indirect. He appears in tax cases in courts and tribunals at all levels. He is a former Chairman of the Revenue Bar Association.

Philip Martin is Co-Head of global tax at Nomura International plc. Philip takes collective responsibility for global tax risk management together with his colleague Takumi Kitamura who is based in Tokyo. Philip's main focus is the international operations.
