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OPEN MEETING

The European Mergers Tax Directive:
a new landscape for cross-border mergers and acquisitions?
This meeting is a special event intended to introduce the British Branch of the International Fiscal Association to potential new members.  It is therefore open to non-members as well as members.  A similar event (covering private equity transactions) was held in 2007.  No fee applies but numbers are limited and formal registration is required.

This meeting will address the background to the European Mergers Tax Directive.  The related changes to UK tax law which were implemented towards the end of 2007 make this session particularly topical.  We are lucky to have two very experienced speakers to guide us through some of the key issues.
SPEAKERS:
Jim Close is a Capital Gains Technical Advisor within Her Majesty's Revenue and Customs.  He has over 30 years' experience working for the Revenue.  Jim has been the head of the capital gains clearance team dealing with applications under Section 138 TCGA 1992.  He has also specialised in the taxation of corporate groups and residents/non‑domiciled individuals.  Jim was an integral part of the UK's negotiating team at meetings of the Member States on the changes to the European Mergers Tax Directive.
Pete Miller is a Director in Ernst & Young’s London tax practice, specialising in the taxation of corporate transactions. Pete spent the first 10 years of his career with the (then) Inland Revenue, with a number of Head Office policy and technical posts, including being the Revenue’s technical adviser on M&A tax issues, company demergers and distributions. Since leaving the Revenue 10 years ago, Pete has worked with clients in a variety of industries, advising on the tax issues arising on M&A and private equity transactions. More recently, Pete has worked extensively on issues relating to the UK implementation of the European Mergers Tax Directive and he is a member of Ernst & Young's EU tax network.
Pete is a frequent contributor at conferences and to the tax press, including articles about European companies and about the new UK tax legislation arising from the European Mergers Tax Directive.  He is also co-author, with George Hardy, of Taxation of Company Reorganisations (Tottel Publishing, 2007).
